8. Triennial Pension Fund Valuation
As part of the 2026 Pension Fund re-valuation, the Parish Council is again being asked if it intends remaining in the pooled Herts Pension Fund for the next three years. There have been no changes to the circumstances in which Sandridge Parish Council first joined the pool. 

The key benefit to remaining is that pooling with other employers (councils) with similar characteristics produces a stability that would be lost if the Council stood alone. HCC Actuaries have proven reliable in riding the volatility of recent years.

The current review of funding levels will allow HCC to re-calculate each employer’s contributions for the next three years (these fell in the last valuation). There would be fees payable should the Parish Council decide to leave. It is;

Recommended

That Sandridge Parish Council remains within the scheme for the next three years and undertakes to abide by rules of the group for that duration. If Members are interested to see further details of the scheme they are asked to contact the Clerk in advance of this meeting.
