· Staff appraisals were carried out in January 2026. These were taken to the HR Committee on 2nd February 2026. 
· The Parish Council will host a Repair Fair at Jersey Farm Community Centre with St Albans Fixers on Saturday 28th March, 1pm to 6pm. This will be subject to pre-booked slots (via Eventbrite).  Volunteers are sought to help with teas & coffees.
· The Centres Manager and PACE Officer are working on a project to propose enhancements to the Marshalswick Community Centre car park. They’ll be looking at surfacing, litter management, signage, CCTV and lighting before bringing a prioritised schedule of costed work to Full Council for consideration. (see also item 8).
