Sandridge Parish Council object to this planning application which conflicts with Policy D4 of the Sandridge Neighbourhood Plan, Housing Development and Building Guidelines (Less than 10 dwellings).  Specifically, Policy D2, which refers to the type of housing.  This proposal is for six, 5 bedroom, detached houses, whereas the real need in Sandridge is for smaller affordable homes for local people, which clearly these are not.
Should the Planning Officer decide to approve this application then we would request that provision is made (and enforced) regarding the parking of construction vehicles on site and not on St Albans Road, Sandridge.

	To submit the following comment:
	Sandridge Parish Council have a number of concerns with regards to this application as it contravenes Policy D4 of the Sandridge Neighbourhood Plan, Housing Development and Building Guidelines.   Policy D4.1 New developments sited so as not to intrude upon the landscape.  The sheer bulk of this extension will dominate the rural nature of Jersey Lane and would be a discordant visual intrusion on the rural nature of Jersey Lane.  There are also a number of points regarding Policy E1 Natural Environment, Biodiversity and Green Infrastructure, of the Sandridge Neighbourhood Plan, which would be important should the District Council be minded to approve this application because of its very close proximity to Jersey Lane.  The first of these will be the need to Retain mature or important trees or groups of trees and secondly to ensure all traditional hedgerow boundaries are conserved and restored.  To this end we would request a condition of approval to ensure the safety of the trees in Jersey Lane from both the effects of the build itself, but also long term when pressure will no doubt mount to have the trees removed if they grow too large and impact on the integrity of the building.  We would therefore like to see a suitable and effective root protection zone established to protect during construction.  However, we would strongly advise the use of foundation structures, such as piling, to avoid future issues described above.  Alternatively, a single concrete raft might be a suitable foundation.  Furthermore, Sandridge Parish Council also endorses the objections raised by the Friends of Jersey Lane in their submission to the council

	Sandridge Parish Council strongly object to this request for the Variation of Condition 2 (Approved Plans) on this development.  The developer has repeatedly asked for changes to approved plans, thus greatly increasing the size of the original buildings in both floor plan and building height.  This latest variation again increases the size and bulk of both properties by losing the bay windows and bringing the whole frontage out to where the bay window currently sits.  We sincerely hope that this additional request will be refused permission.
Furthermore, Sandridge Parish Council strongly support the arguments put forward by local residents affected by this development, that there has been a failure on the part of the District Council to enforce the planning conditions in the original approval, specifically Conditions 3, 9 and 11.
